2. Applicant must submit a letter of reference from his/her Pastor.

3. Applicant must meet the criteria for admission to the college/university of his/her choice, and provide proof of enrollment or a Letter of Acceptance.
4. Applicant must be a full time student at the college/university of their choosing,        preferably a “School of the Arts”. (A full time student is defined as a student carrying a minimum of 12 semester credit hours)
5. Applicant must have a 3.0 grade point average or better (Official Transcript required).

6. Applicant must submit an essay of not less than 200 words, typed and double spaced on the topic, “Why I Should be the recipient of the COGIC AIM CREATIVE ARTS Scholarship,” how I am using my gifts in my local ministries, and what are my future career goals.
7. Applicant shall be subjected to an Oral Interview by the Scholarship Evaluation Board as well as an on-site audition/presentation of his/her Creative Art skills on or before Wednesday, July 2, 2008 at a designated time during the 2008 AIM Convention.  The location of said competition shall be announced nightly during the AIM Convention and placed on the Video Screen.
8. All letters of application must be postmarked by close of business Friday, June 6, 2008.  Applicant’s failure to follow all instructions can seriously or fatally jeopardize consideration.
